Steps to Creating a Book Trailer
1. 
Choose a book and read it.

2.
Create a list of words from your book. These could be places, people, emotions, things, theme, anything that makes you think of your story. You will use these words to help you create your storyboard.

3.
Create your storyboard. A book trailer is a lot like a book talk. You want to give enough information to interest your audience and create a hook or a bit of mystery. You do not need to do full art work – stick figures are fine.

4. 
Create a book trailer folder in your reading folder.

5.
Open a new Word document and save it as Bibliography.

6.
Look for pictures that will portray the characters and setting that you included in the storyboard. As you find them, save the images to your book trailer folder. It is best if they are in jpeg format. The larger they are, the clearer they will be in your book trailer. You will probably want to rename them, but make sure you keep the .jpg or .jpeg on the end. MAKE SURE YOU ALSO SAVE WHERE YOU FOUND THEM IN YOUR BIBLIOGRAPHY WORD DOCUMENT!


To find the information for the bibliography you can right click on the image and click “copy image location” or if that doesn’t work right click on the image, click on properties, and copy the location information. Paste the location into your bibliography. You might want to put one word next to the location to label it so you know which location goes to which picture. (i.e. http://google.com – sad boy)

Think about the music or sounds that you want for your book trailer. What kind of mood do you want to create? Mysterious? Happy? Serious? Do you want music that has words, or that is just instrumental? If you choose a song with words, are they appropriate for the book you have read? Will they detract from your message (will people be listening and singing the song rather than concentrating on your book trailer?)

(Make sure you download these sounds to your book trailer folder, do NOT link directly to them. They must be saved as .wav files)

Don’t forget you need the bibliographic information for music and sounds.
8. Once you have gotten the images and sounds/music you think you will need and have saved them all in your book trailer folder, and have the information about each item for your bibliography, you can start to create you book trailer.

· Open up Windows Movie Maker. On the left are movie tasks.

· You want to import your pictures first. Click on Import Pictures. Go into your book trailer folder and click on the images you want. If you hold down the control button as you click you will be able to highlight more than one at a time and import them all at once. Once you have imported them, they will appear in the Collection section.

· You want to import your music next. Click on Import Audio or Music. Again, you can click on the selection and import it into your Collection section.

9. Once you have all the items you need to work with you can begin to create the movie.

· In storyboard view, drag down the images you want, in the order that you want them.

· Once the images are there, you can add titles to the book trailer. A title is either words before the image shows up, on their own slide, or words that will show up on top of the image. Think about which way will be most effective.

· Either go to Tools – Titles and Credits OR Make Titles or Credits under Edit Movie.

· Choose where you want the text to be.

· Type your text in the box. You can change the font and background color here. Make sure you click Done when you have the title the way you want it.

10. Continue to create your titles and place them into the storyboard until it all makes sense. Play it once in a while to see how it looks.

11. Get into Timeline mode when you are ready to add the music. All you have to do is drag it down from the Collection area. If it runs out before your pictures do, you can copy it and paste it. Try to delete any music that runs past the end of the pictures.

12. After you have the book trailer created, don’t forget to add a bibliography. The easiest was is to just create a slide in PowerPoint and paste it in. If you have a lot of citations, you may need to create a second or third slide.
13. When you have watched the movie, and it is exactly the way you want it to be, you need to save it as a movie. Go to File ( Save Movie File ( Save it to my computer ( Name it the Title of your Book ( Save it into your book trailer folder. You will need to go to Browse and find your student folder, then your book trailer folder, and save it in there. It will take a minute or two.  Then you should be done.
