When selecting materials for the Matthew Thornton collection the themes and needs of the curriculum are of prime importance, especially for the non fiction collection.  Teachers complete “Library Alerts” when they need materials during the school year.  These forms that request supplemental curriculum materials provide important information for the future selection of library materials.  If MT has limited materials on a topic, these areas are especially noted when selecting new materials.  When this happens, our collection is supplemented by borrowing from the other two elementary schools, the middle school, and from my own public library.  

 Last summer the 500 – 567  nonfiction section, the Biographies and collective biographies were weeded.  Including these and the items that were deleted during the 2009-2010 school year – a total of 920 items were discarded because of age, physical condition, and/or lack of use and relevance. The goal for this summer is to start weeding the nonfiction section starting with the 001’s.  When weeding, replacement copies are sought for worn items if they are still in print and are needed for the curriculum, or student interest.  Areas are also noted that need updated materials and/or lack a sufficient number of items.  This year 49 students did not return or pay for 83 books worth about $873.  Hopefully some of these books will get returned over the summer or in the fall.

 DVD’s still play an important supplemental role for the curriculum. Videos are being phased out and nearly all audiovisual items are purchased in DVD format. Video streaming is now in place, but has still not replaced requests for DVD’s. With the purchase of 4 DVD/VCR players all monitors will now have be able to project both formats.   Nettrekker, EBSCO, and  the “Biography Resource Center”  are the current online resources for the students,  but these online resources have not impacted our need for print materials. The Media Center will continue our subscription to the “Enchanted Learning” web site for the entire staff.

The Guided Inquiry Projects that are required for all fourth and fifth grades entails selecting and purchasing materials to provide the students the information needed for these important projects. If the teachers develop new projects, materials will be purchased to supplement them.  Besides purchasing materials, we always borrow books from the other elementary libraries and from my own public library.
